As a special New Year –Cold Weather Treat here is the recipe for Chicken Rice soup that was the most popular item at this fall’s potluck. Thanks to Jill for the recipe!

CHICKEN WILD RICE SOUP
1 C wild rice-uncooked

Make the day before for fluffier rice. Place rice in 1 qt pot and add 3” of water. Simmer for 1 hour. Refrigerate over night. Drain any excess water.

 

3/4 C chopped celery

3/4 C chopped onion

1/3 C chopped green pepper

1/2 C sliced mushrooms

Sauté the above in margarine or butter

 

Cook 3- 4 chicken breasts in water for about 45 minutes, salt to your preference. Strain water and use 3 C to add to empty pot. Cut up chicken in small pieces and add to pot. Add sautéed ingredients. Add 3 cans of cream of mushroom soup (one can of cr. chicken ). Add salt/pepper to taste. Mix and heat.
